We explored experiences of
vulvar and pelvic pain in lesbian,
bisexual, and heterosexual
women, and we also explored how
levels of communication and love
played a role in these
experiences.

Groups differed in how they perceived pain to impact their
relationships:

In same-sex couples, relationships were less
affected by pain when better communication

was reported.

In mixed-sex couples, relationships were
less affected by pain when more love was
reported.
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
